Summer Staff Team members 

are “college aged” paid staff who 

work for the duration of the 

summer programming. Usually 

about 40 SST members are hired 

each summer.  

 What does an SST member do? 

You will be a part of our core group of 

staff and receive staff training to 

prepare you for 9 weeks of youth 

ministry. You will use your gifts to 

serve hundreds of campers through 

our summer camping ministry! In 

reality you’ll probably do a little of 

everything, and that will likely include 

some of the following:  

Cabin Counselor, Lifeguard*, Craft 

Instructor, Worship Team, Activity 

Staff, Custodian, Kitchen Cook, 

Dishcrew, Office Assistant, 

Adventure Trip Assistant, and more!
