Junior camps are a great place to start the camp
experience. The cabin groups travel as a group from
one activity to the next for the bulk of the time, and
then get to experience some autonomy during the
afternoon free time slot. Each activity area is
supervised for the highest level of safety.
The chapel sessions and Biblical teaching focuses on
broad concepts. Each day revolves around a central
spiritual theme that is then debriefed at the end of the
day during the cabin debrief time.
